[image: image1.jpg]Anna Myers began her writing career the
summer before she started the first grade
‘when she dictated her first book to one of
her older sisters. She chose men's action
adventure as her genre and titled it The
Long Bearded Man.

‘The venture was a commercial success
‘because she charged each of her older
brothers and sisters, including the one who
transcribed it for her, a quarter each to read
it. There were five of them and $1.25 was
big moncy. She decided right then to be a
‘writer.

After graduation from what is now the
University of Central Oklahoma, Anna.
became a teacher of English. The majority
of her teaching years were spent in middle
schools. She and her husband had three
children and for many years Anna put aside
her desire to write. Eventually that desire
‘was rekindled when she attended a Society
of Children's Book Writers and Ilustrators
conference. It was there she heard an elderly
‘woman declare that she intended to write a
book someday. Ann knew it was time to get
serious about her wriing.
